Historic Spring Crab Cake Dinner & Festival    ▫  May 16! 

 The people of the earliest Herring Creeke Parish, described “as the “quiet people” in the parish history, 
worked hard clearing land, planting tobacco, Indian corn and wheat and felling trees to build houses, beds, 
stools, and tables. They cultivated their crops and “each housewife had outside her kitchen a dooryard garden 
with herbs for medicine and seasoning foods.”  
 

 The history notes that the people took time from their labors to remember the Sabbath day and keep it holy, 
although they were warned not to go even to church without being “well armed.” Land grants were filed  
nearby in 1651 and 1663 leading historians to believe the first “old church” was in existence in 1650. A new 
church was built in 1695 “nearer the center of the newly established parish,” apparently at the site of today’s 
church, which was completed in 1765. 
 

 We can picture that when they gathered together “the men and boys in the colonial families had to take 
turns a-ranging – patrolling on horseback certain areas watching for hostile Indians.” Those earliest gatherings 
of the colonists at their church could be the forerunner of the parish spring and fall dinners and festivals, which 
have been held for at least the past 100 years.  
 

    The Women of St. James’ Parish (WSJP) are hosting this year’s spring dinner and festival on Saturday, May 
16th from 1–5 p.m. The menu will include crab cakes, country ham, potatoes au gratin, green beans,  
homemade coleslaw, rolls, biscuits and beverages. The event will also feature a Bake Shoppe, Garden Shoppe, 
Attic Treasures Shoppe, and the opportunity to visit historic St. James’ Church!    
 

     Please also consider making a financial donation to help offset the cost of the event. This can be a general 
donation to The Women of St. James’ Parish or a specific donation in support of a particular part of the meal 
such as the cost of the ham, rolls, or crab. Please contact Lillie if you would like to make a donation.

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 The Mystery of The Feast of the Ascension

 On page 15 of the Book of Common Prayer – basically the first thing after the Table of Contents – you’ll 
find a list of the Principal Feasts of the Church Year. They are: 
 
 

ß Easter Day 
ß Ascension Day (the Thursday 40 days after Easter) 
ß The Day of Pentecost (the Sunday 50 days after Easter) 
ß Trinity Sunday (the Sunday following Pentecost) 
ß All Saintsô Day (November 1) 
ß Christmas Day (December 25) 
ß The Epiphany (January 6—right after the 12 days of Christmas) 

 
 

 All things considered, I’d say we do a pretty good job celebrating these feasts! I’ve got fond memories, and 
we’ve got special traditions, associated with virtually all of them. Some, especially Christmas and Easter,  
are of long standing. Some are of more recent vintage: In the last several years, we’ve begun holding our  
Pentecost Party – a birthday for the Church – on Pentecost, and welcoming our children into the main service 
for Messy Church that day (you won’t want to miss this on May 24th!) For Trinity Sunday, we always have 
“St. Patrick’s Breastplate” as our Processional Hymn, and (when we’re in St. James’ Church), we use the High 
Altar for celebrating the Eucharist. And on All Saints’, we offer prayers for the souls of those we love but see 
no longer, especially those who have died in the last year. The Feast of the Epiphany remains a question mark, 
but it’s the practice (if not quite rubrical) in many parishes to observe the feast on the following Sunday  
as Epiphany Sunday; we’ll cross that bridge when we come to it again in January.  
 

 The big problem, though, is the Feast of the Ascension – famously the least-observed of the Principal 
Feasts across the Episcopal Church. There are practical reasons for this: It’s always on a random Thursday in 
late Spring, just as the weather is warming up and everybody is looking to spend more time outside. But there 
are also theological reasons: What are we supposed to make of the Ascension, anyway, in a modern view  
of the world that knows heaven isn’t simply “up there”? We can believe in the Resurrection, but where does 
Jesus go when he ascends? Why do we need this story of Jesus rising up, up, and away into the clouds? 
 

 It’s more important than it may seem. The Feast of the Ascension sets up, to my mind, one of the central 
tensions within the Christian faith: the tension between Christ’s presence, and Christ’s absence. Jesus is risen, 
Jesus is alive, just like you and I – and yet, we don’t get the same experience of him that Peter and the other 
Apostles did. We don’t take a walk to a neighboring village and complain about our blisters together with  
Jesus; if we cook dinner and make a bowl of soup for him, we don’t expect that the bowl is going to be empty 
at the end of the meal (we should, I think, all lament just a little bit that we haven’t been given the grace of 
experiencing Jesus’ presence in the way that the Apostles did). Jesus is, in some important respect, gone (or at 
least hidden) from among us. Yet we talk all the time about the ways that Jesus is still present with us: present 
in the Sacraments; present wherever two or three are gathered together to the end of the age; present in the 
widows and the orphans and the prisoners and the other vulnerable people in our society; present in our hearts 
through the indwelling of the Holy Spirit; present, perhaps, to us in spiritual experience – in visions or other 
encounters with the risen Christ. The Feast of the Ascension throws us into this dynamic of knowing that 
Christ is present with us, but needing to search for him – needing to ascend, in our hearts, to where he is at the 
right hand of the Father. That’s what we’re striving for every time we celebrate the Eucharist together: “Lift 
up your hearts; we lift them up to the Lord.” 
 

 It’s high time that we give this feast a more prominent place in our life together – and as a way of doing 
that, St. James' Parish is going to be holding a combined Ascension Day service with the other parishes in 
Southern Maryland. The service will be held at Christ Church, Port Republic on May 14th at 6:00 p.m.  
(Not ideal timing with the Spring Dinner, I’ll grant you, but the Church Calendar is what it is …) It will be an 
opportunity for Episcopalians throughout our region to find new depth in the mystery of this day. I hope that 
you’ll join me there, as we observe one of the most important feasts of the year!

    2026 Reading Camp, which will be held August 3-7, is for students going into grades 2-5 who live in 
South County. We serve students who hate reading or have reading difficulties. Each year we ask the school 
reading teachers to identify potential students for us and do the recruitment. We serve students from  
Lothian, Tracey’s, Deale, and Shady Side elementary schools. After the families return our registration 
forms to the schools, we are then able to reach out and finalize the registration process. 
 

    At camp, teachers teach instructional groups all morning, i.e., comprehension, vocabulary, visualization, 
and writing. Students rotate through each subject. We have Book Buddy volunteers who travel with the  
students as they go through their scheduled activities. Afternoons are for fun activities, such as author visits, 
guest speakers, field trips, arts/crafts, and music.  
 

    On the last day of camp, every student will go home with a bag of books and a backpack of school 
supplies. School supplies correspond to the public school lists. Finally, we feed each child breakfast, lunch, 
and two snacks. 
 

    To make all this happen, we need you! It costs about $200 per student to provide this program, and we are 
aiming to host 30 students. Donations of any amount can be given to the Parish office. We appreciate the 
way the St. James’ parishioners have supported us for many years and helped us help our community. 
 

    If you have art experience, we would welcome your thoughts and ideas for activities. We would also  
welcome your help at camp! Book Buddy volunteers are needed to be with the students as they  
move through the day (no teaching experience needed). Our arts/crafts team can use helpers on Monday, 
Wednesday, and Friday afternoons.
